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Decarbonization is here and will be required moving forward for 
specific projects.  The industry has been preparing for this and there 
are multiple strategies and products to meet the requirements.   

If Electrification is the strategy, electric water heaters and 
boilers are available.  The additional KW requirements must be co-
ordinated from the mechanical room to the main electrical room to 
the utility connection.  Utility upgrades may be required.  

Commercial Heat pumps are common and available whether 
it's air source, water source indoors, or outdoors.  There are consid-
erations for both strategies including storage volume and CFM for 
the air source. 

If roof-mounted panels will be incorporated in the design 
the additional backup heating can be calculated in the de-
sign.  Among many considerations, the controls must also be coor-
dinated and detailed. 

If the strategy is to economize one system by precooling or 
pre-heating a system with a heat exchanger the addition of a plate 
and frame, brazed plate or shell, and tube can be configured.  The 
available temperatures must be reviewed to ensure the proper 
equipment is selected.  

For each of these strategies are the limitations, advantages, 
and disadvantages are known. Calculating the options must be con-
firmed within the estimated budget.  Designing with the additional 
equipment space and weight requirements must be coordinat-
ed.  Whatever the requirements you are designing to you must keep 
the big picture in mind.
